What can we learn from sacred books?

This investigation enables pupils fo find
out about sacred books from more than
one religion.

They
then move onto looking at stories and
teachings in holy books and finding out
what these mean for believers. Pupils
learn how different holy books are
freated and that some stories appearin
more than one book. You may choose to
study the Bible and the Torah or the Bible
and the Qur'an rather than looking at all
3 sacred books.
